	Control Measures (engineering, PPE, specialist equipment, information, training, supervision etc): 

	1. All members of staff have been briefed with regards the importance of confirming that they are fit to attend work prior to leaving home as well confirmation no one they are living with is unwell prior to leaving for work. Temperature check on attending work as well as a further prompt to confirm that both they and their households are not suffering from any COVID symptoms. Face visor/face masks in use, regular hand sanitisation covered in COVID brief to reduce risk. If anyone presented themselves at work with COVID symptoms they would be immediately sent home and requested to undertake a COVID test and isolate result pending.

	2. Social distancing measures in place to keep staff apart as far as is practicable, health check prior to starting work, sanitiser stations located around the restaurant for staff, face visors/face masks being used to reduce risk.

	3. Face visors/masks being used, hand sanitiser stations located around the work areas for staff. Screens in place around tables. All customers have a temperature check and are asked if they are free from COVID symptoms prior to entering the dining area.

	4. Hand sanitiser in place in the toilets, capacity limit implemented to allow social distancing, additional toilet cleaning on rota and is signed off to confirm complete.
